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ADMISSION

We seek to admit students with sound character and earnestness to academic
programme.

All pupils seeking admission in Saint Alphonsa should be introduced
personally by their parents/guardians who will be responsible for their
regularity, conduct and academic performance.

NURSERY & KINDERGARTEN

For admission to NURSERY a child will have to complete 3+ years by June of the
year of admission. Children who have attained 4+ as on 1* June of the year of
admission can be admitted in LKG. Admission forms are available in the school
office. A true copy of the birth certificate from a competent authority must be
produced while submitting the admission form. 1 passport size photo, copy of
aadhar-card, caste & residential certificates must be attached along with the
admission form. Age, proximity and availability of seat will be considered in
decidingadmission to Nursery.
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admission in STD-I, a student must be aged 6 as on 1°* June of the year of
admission. Age, ability, proximity to the school and conduct will be criteria for
admission. Admission to all other classes will be granted on the merit basis after a test
and interview, if there are vacancies. No student shall be admitted without a Transfer
Certificate and marks statement from the previous school/class. If a student comes
from another district/state the Transfer Certificate has to be counter signed by the
Education officer of the place.

Boys class Nursery to Class IV Blue shorts and lined shirt (half Sleeves), blue
black shoes and blue socks.

Girls Nursery to Class IV Blue lined shirt, blue short skirts, blue belt, black shoes
and blue socks.

Boys from class V to VIl blue pants, lined shirt (half sleeves), blue half coat, blue
belt, black shoes and blue socks.

Girls from class V to VIl blue lined shirt, blue pants, blue half coat, blue ribbon,
black shoes and blue socks. (NB: all students must wear the ID card daily).

SPORTS & UNIFORM =
BOYS: House colored T-shirt & lower. (on all Wednesday & Saturday)

Girls: House colored T-shirt & lower. (on all Wednesday & Saturday)

Class 6 onwards T-shirt & lower will be according to four house color, all should
wear black shoes and blue socks. Designs (colors) on black canvas shoes will not
be permitted.

EXAMINATION & PROMOTIONS £

The academic year consists of two semester. The first semester exam will
generally be held in the months of September/October and the annual
examination in the month of March/April. The promotion of a child does not
depend merely on his/her marks of the annual examination but also on his/her
performance throughout the year. All cases of doubt regarding promotion are left
entirely to the decision of the principal. His/her decision will be final. A pupil failing
twice in the same class will not be allowed to continue his/her studies in the
school. The principal reserves the right to demand withdrawal of any pupil.
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s can be paid in monthly/installment till March (10 months), the payment of
monthly tuition fee is due from 1st to 15th of every month. If any pupil fail to pay the
fees on those days they will be liable to pay a fine of Rs. 20/- from 16th of the same
month along with the fee. A progressive fine will be imposed for each month of delay.
The hours of payment are school hours. No school business will be transacted on
holidays. The delay of payment of fee beyond two months renders a pupil’s name
liable to be struck-of the roll. The final Report-card will not be issued until all dues for
the whole year have been cleared. At the time of admission the candidate shall pay
the admission fee along with the first installment of fees. The amount once paid will
not be refunded even if the pupil, for any reason, leaves the school immediately. The
lastinstallment of feesis to be paid before the annual examination.

ADMISSION & WITHDRAWALS =

The school is open to all good and earnest students without discrimination of caste
and creed, but merit would stand on top for admission. The Medium of instruction is
English, however, Hindi would still be a compulsory subject.

New pupils must be introduced personally by their parent/guardians who will be
responsible to the Principal for their regularity of attendance and payment of fees.
New admission generally begin in April.

Notice of withdrawal should be given in writing by parents/guardians before the end
of the month, orelse, the fees for the following month will be charged.

Application for school Leaving Certificate should be made in writing by
parents/guardians at least two weeks in advance.
